 Vineyard Update – Harvesting Terms
Share some interesting Harvesting Terms
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At Creation, harvest is now in full swing which means many of
the secrets of winemaking are coming into play. Let’s look at
just three of the lesser known practices occurring in cellars
across the Southern Hemisphere at this time of year.

Saignée

Literally from the French word meaning ‘to bleed’, this is a
very interesting tool with a dual purpose. When producing red
wine, the skins and the juice of the crushed grapes must
macerate so that the colourless juice can extract colour,
tannin, etc. from the skins. Saignée is the removal of juice
from the fermentation tanks after just a few hours of skin
contact,  increasing  the  ratio  of  skins  to  juice  and
concentrating the desirable tannin and colour in the finished
wine.
